If you have an erythema migrans rash, take a photo of it and
make an appointment to see your GP as soon as possible.

* An erythema migrans (bull’'s eye) rash is diagnostic of Lyme disease and
should be treated with antibiotics. A blood test is not required. The rash
may not always be present and may be atypical.

o Symptoms can include fatigue, headaches, u-like symptoms, facial palsy,
migratory muscle and joint pain, nausea and a sti neck.

* A negative blood test does not rule out diagnosis of Lyme disease.
o Early treatment is crucial for the best chance of recovery.
